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I.  "THE WILD HONEY SUCKLE"

1.  Theme:  The cycle of life, whether of a ___________ or a human being.


2.  Structure:  Each stanza represents a season and a period of  life:   In  stanza 1, spring or _________  is  suggested;  in stanza  2, "___________" (11), meaning early adulthood,  is  mentioned;  in stanza 3, "____________" (17), meaning  maturity,  is cited; and stanza 4, __________ or old age/death is suggested.


3.  The last stanza represents "winter" which will ________ the honey suckle flower; this stanza also symbolizes old age or __________ in the cycle of a human being.  "_____________ suns" (the beginning of life) and "evening _________" (the end of life) (19) also reinforce the pattern of the "frail _____________” (24) of life.

II.  "THE INDIAN BURYING GROUND" 


1.  Theme:  Praise and Idealization of _________ Americans.


2.   Summary:  The poem begins by noting that  some  Indians buried  their  dead in a __________, not  lying,  position,  with bows,  arrows,  and  implements about the body.   At first, the speaker views this comically, but then this burial position is said to indicate the __________ life which the Indian anticipates in the _________ world.  In the last part, the poet says that although whites have decimated Indians, the spirit of Indians still pervades America:  "The [Indian] hunter still the ______ pursues, [Although] the ________ [is] a shade [a ghost]" (35-36).

III.  "ON A HONEY BEE"

1.  Seeing a bee fall into his glass   of __________, Freneau, who himself was an alcoholic, concludes that even natural creatures, like humans, seek comfort in alcohol.  

2.  As the bee flaps its wings trying to get out of the wine, he notes that "Here bigger ____ than you might sink, / Even bees full ___ feet high” (27-28).  Punning on the Red Sea and the color of wine, he says the bee will "perish in a _______ of red" (30).
