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I.   INTRODUCTION 


1.   Ferlinghetti, a longtime resident of San Francisco, is one of the founders of Beat poetry.


2.  The term "Beat" was meant to encompass two attitudes:  



a.   First,  it was a shortened form of  "__________" (163)  or "blissful,"  which the Beat poets sought through an  emphasis  on “Eastern  religion  (Zen ___________ being preferred),”  free  “love,”  and  mind-bending “_________”(Ramazani 2:163). 



b.  Also, it was meant to convey the colloquial meaning of “I’m exhausted" (163) or "I've had it" with conventional middle-class standards.    

II.   "IN GOYA'S GREATEST SCENES WE SEEM TO SEE" 


1.   This poem is based on some etchings by the Spanish painter Francisco ________ which depict the horrors of the French occupation of Spain during the 19th-century Napoleonic Wars.  


2.  Goya's scenes convey to the speaker the quintessence of human brutality and pain:  of "______________ humanity" (5), of "babies and _____________" (10), of flesh-eating roosters (14), etc.


3.  The speaker then tries to compare this physical suffering during the horrors of war with the psychological suffering in modern-day America.  


4.   He argues that "Only the landscape is ____________" (22).   While the setting may be different—while the people  may be  sitting  comfortably in "painted ________" (34)  rather  than writhing at the end of a bayonet—modern Americans are maimed  as surely  as Goya's people by a false, tawdry, vulgar society  that is indifferent to human and humane values.


5.  Images are principally used to tie together the two time periods: 



(a)  The  "_________________" roosters (14)  of  Goya's etchings become the "demented ______________" (25) of  modern-day America,  with  its  symbolically carnivorous  car  engines  that "__________ America" (37).  



(b)  Goya's "_____________ skies" (11) become America's "fifty lanes wide" "freeways" "on a ______________ continent" (28-29).  



(c) Goya's physically mutilated bodies become America's psychologically "______________ citizens" (33).


6.   The poem is written in free verse; the spacing of the lines and the absence of punctuation show the influence of e.  e. cummmings.


7.   In dealing with suffering in paintings, the poem is similar to ____________'s "Musée des Beaux Arts."  


However, while Auden’s poem proceeded by understatement, Ferlinghetti’s uses hyperbole or ________________.
